
This yearôs partnership with the 
Martensville community north of 
Saskatoon saw the Martensville 
A&W banner on the first race of the 
season for the Super Truck Racing 
Series out of Alberta.  15 trucks 
took to the track for their chance to 
win an expense paid trip to the 
Tums Fast Rel ief 500 in 
Martinsville Virginia this fall. 

Activities for Buster Days in this 
small city got underway early 
Saturday  morning with a pancake 
breakfast at the Martensville 
Curling Club.  Several SKL Trailer 
pro trucks from the Auto Clearing 
Motor Speedway were on display 
for residents to look at and kids to 
climb in. 

By 10:30 am, residents were 
starting to gather along the curb of 
the main streets in anticipation of the annual Buster 
Days parade, due to start at 11:00. 

Residents then spent the afternoon at the car 
show and shine, where proud owners of the classic 
cars were busy polishing them.   

The day ends with the thunderous roar of cars 
and trucks racing around the 3/8 mile oval at Auto 
Clearing Motor Speedway where a full night of 
racing is planned.  The regular schedule was 
augmented with the rained out Western Elite 
StockCar Tourôs Express Foods 125. 

This year, the opening race of the Super Truck 
Racing Series based out of Alberta is running the 
Martensville 100, sponsored by Martensville A&W 
and the Martensville Messenger.  The super trucks 
tried to open their season last week in Vernon, but 
like here the weather did not cooperate.  Race fans 
will see the super trucks battle through two sets of 
heat races and the 100 lap main feature. 

Joining the super trucks on the program is the 
Express Foods 125.  The Western Elite StockCar 
Tour opened their season two weeks ago in 
Medicine Hat.  Their opening Saskatoon race was to 

be last weekend, but was rained out.  Jason 
Hankewich came into the night with a 15 point lead 
in the series championship run. 

The SKL Trailer Pro Trucks were on the card as 
well, with several rookies trying their hand at pro 
truck racing. 

Last but not least, the Parts Source Mini Stocks 
are in the mix as well, providing fans with some 
exciting racing as veterans and rookies mix it up. 

It all adds up to somewhere in excess of 400 laps 
of racing through the night.  As always though, each 
division can only have one feature winner. 

In the end Mother Nature got the best of us 
anyway as the skies opened up shortly before the 
gates were to open.  It rained heavy for over an 
hour, creating muddy conditions both in the pits and 
the parking lot. 

After some discussion and a weather forecast 
check, it was decided to postpone racing until 
Sunday afternoon.  

This proved to be the best decision as the track 
was under sunshine all day Sunday and race fans 
were treated to some excellent racing.

   Sometime things just donôt go right.  Rookie 
Dean Cunningham out of Lloyminister saw his 
debut race come to an early end when he 
crashed during afternoon practice Saturday.  
The truck started to slide and he over corrected, 
causing a loss of control in the other direction 
and a meeting with the unforgiving wall. 
   Crews from several teams set to work 
straightening the front clip.  They were unable 
to get the truck ready for racing though when 
they found one of the motor mounts had been 
broken in the crash. 
   With the rainout though, they loaded the truck 
and headed over to Trent Seidelôs shop, where 
they spent the night rebuilding the front end, 

which included a trip to Wainwright for parts.  At 5:30 am they were satisfied the truck was ready for the 
track once they did a wheel alignment at the track. 
   Work on the #07 continued at the track 
Sunday morning.  There was only one 15 
minute practice session scheduled for 
Sunday, and they didnôt have the truck ready 
for that.  They asked for a couple of test laps 
before qualifying, but didnôt make that either.  
Then the truck didnôt make qualifying, so itôs 
first time back on the track since the crash 
Saturday was the first heat race. 
  So, come the second heat race we have a 
truck thatôs been through a major crash and 
has not been tested, being driven by a rookie 
driver who has never driven in a race in his 
life. 
   Not to be anti-climatic, but Dean did just 
fine.  He was lapped once in the 15 lap heat 
race, in lap 10, but he ran lap times around 
the 17 second mark, about two seconds off 
the pace of the veterans.
